CLFA has reviewed the above-reference legislation and we find this bill perplexing and riddled with imprecise, confusing and inaccurate language.  We question its necessity and possible costs and negative impacts to California forestry.  


The Author’s staff  informed us (oral communication 6/14/2010) to expect revised draft bill language prior to the scheduled Committee hearing next week (6/22), but that the draft language was not immediately available for review.  Therefore, rather than reiterating our major points in opposition
 to the current amendment as well as to comply with Committee staff deadlines for bill comment letters, CLFA will simply affirm at this time that we remain OPPOSED UNLESS AMENDED.  

We intend to provide comment on the revised language, if available, during the scheduled Committee hearing.
